9 prayers to God that will make your marriage blossom: 
4. Wisdom: Wisdom is not just having knowledge; it's being able to make good judgments. Because we are human, we are constantly 
making judgments. Sometimes, those judgments are unfair because they are based on our perceptions rather than actual reality. In marriage, 
it is important that we gather all the facts before we make any judgment calls. This requires real communication with your spouse where 
you're not afraid to be honest and open with one another. Open communication will give you knowledge and as you pray for wisdom, you 
will be able to use that knowledge to make good and fair judgments calls. 
5. A spirit of peace: Contention can destroy any marriage. Asking God for a spirit of peace will help give you the ability to face conflict 
without the contention. It will give you the desire to correct the problem without wanting to seek revenge or hurt your partner. When you 
face contention with a spirit of peace, you're better at listening. You also give your companion the same opportunity. 
6. A disposition to see good: When you are living with someone, it is 
easy to start seeing all their faults. It is difficult, however to see the good 
qualities of a person if you are constantly focusing on the bad. Ask God 
to help you see the good in your spouse. The good qualities become your 
focus and the things that annoy you tend to get smaller and smaller. Just 
like the lens on a camera, what you are focused on becomes your reality. 
7. An attitude of gratitude: Showing gratitude for your spouse is one of 
the greatest things you can do for them. Everyone loves to feel important 
to someone and as you show your gratitude for your spouse, you are 
letting them see exactly what they mean to you. Ask God to help you 
show gratitude, not only for who they are, but for what they do for you. 
Not only will you strengthen your relationship, but you will live a 
happier life.

La catequesis de hoy quiere ser la puerta de una serie de reflexiones sobre la vida de la familia, la vida real, la vida cotidiana. Sobre esta 
puerta están escritas tres palabras que ya hemos utilizado otras veces: permiso, gracias, perdón. Más fáciles de decir que de poner en la 
práctica, pero absolutamente necesarias. Son palabras vinculadas a la buena educación, en su sentido genuino de respeto y deseo del bien, 
lejos de cualquier hipocresía y doblez. La palabra Permiso nos recuerda que debemos ser delicados, respetuosos y pacientes con los demás, 
incluso con los que nos une una fuerte intimidad. Como Jesús, nuestra actitud debe ser la de quien está a la puerta y llama. Dar las Gracias, 
segunda palabra, parece un signo de contradicción para una sociedad recelosa, que lo ve como debilidad. Sin embargo, la dignidad de las 
personas y la justicia social pasan por una educación a la gratitud. Una virtud, que para el creyente, nace del corazón mismo de su fe. 
Finalmente, el Perdón, tercera palabra, es el mejor remedio para impedir que nuestra convivencia se agriete y llegue a romperse. El Señor 
nos lo enseña en el Padrenuestro, aceptar nuestro error y proponer corregirnos es el primer paso para la sanación. Esposos, si algún día 
discuten o se pelean, no terminen nunca el día sin reconciliarse, sin hacer la paz.

“permesso”, “grazie”, “scusa”. Tutti insieme: (piazza) “permesso”, “grazie”, “scusa”. Sono le parole per entrare proprio nell’amore della 
famiglia, perché la famiglia vada rimanga. Poi ripetiamo quel consiglio che ho dato, tutti insieme: Mai finire la giornata senza fare la pace.
